General Sport Information

For all inter school sports students need to attend at least
two compulsory training sessions to ensure that they can
play the game and know the rules for competition. This is
particularly important for safety reasons.

Students will begin training as per the schedule below. This
can change due to weather or other variables, however this
will be communicated to students through the Daily Bulletin.

Permission Forms

These will be handed out to give students a week ahead of
the activity to return (exception cricket which is held in the
first 4 weeks and there is minimal time to arrange teams).
Aside from cricket, students must ensure they return their
permission form no later than 3 days prior to competition.
We are definitely not accepting notices on the day of compe-
tition.

Cost

The cost of all sports is a flat rate of $7. This is to cover
equipment, hiring of grounds, umpires, maintenance of
equipment, fees payable to V.S.S.S.A and bus hire. Even if a
sport is run here at the College, it is still $7 as this makes
ALL sports available to ALL students. If we make it a user
pays system then some sports are in excess of $50 per day!

Equipment

Students may bring their own personal equipment if they
wish to do so. The school will provide ALL equipment
needed.

Uniform Policy

Considerable resources have been allocated to the Junior School Toilets in 2008. Considerable re-
sources have been allocated to the Middle & Senior School Toilets in readiness for 2009. These toilets
will be maintained as state of the art, quality toilets.

There are 7 toilet blocks in the school:

New Middle & Senior School Toilets: These are located in the science wing. These will not be avail-
able for use during class time.

Gymnasium Toilets: These are available for student use only during PE classes for PE students.

New Junior School Toilets: these are located near the Flexible Learning Centre. These will be available
for Year 7 and 8 students during non-class time (recess and lunch). These will be available for use during
class time for all students (Year 7 — 12), via a new toilet maintenance strategy process (see below).
Toilets near technology centre: These are staff toilets as per the original school master plan. The dis-
abled toilet in the technology toilets (central door) will be available for student use during VCE examina-
tions (as part of previous process). These toilets will be locked at all times.

Disabled toilet in Administration building: these are available for disabled students only.

Staff Toilets in Administration: these are available for staff use only.

First Aid Toilet in Administration: this toilet is available for people being provided first aid.

The junior school toilets have been refurbished as part of the Flexible Learning Centre building program.
The original toilet maintenance strategy system was implemented on Monday 21 April, 2008 (week 3,
term 2). The revised toilet maintenance strategy system has been amended to take account of the new
Middle & Senior School Toilets which opened on Tuesday 17 February, 2009 (week 4, term 1).

Students must carry their ID cards in their Student Planners. As a general rule, students ought to attend to

their toilet needs during recess and lunch breaks. Toilet use during class time is a rare case and a matter

of emergency. If a teacher notices that a particular student is repeatedly asking to go to the toilet during
class ti me, | would ask the teacher to ensure that
the form of a detention.

The following process will be put in place when a student wishes to use the toilet during class time:

Student obtains permission from the teacher to leave class (permission written in Planner, normal proc-
ess)

Student walks to the General Office

Student requests the toilet key (junior school toilet key); in exchange for the toilet key the student provides
student ID card

Student walks with Planner to the Junior School Toilet

Student unlocks the toilet

Student checks on the condition of the toilet

Student uses the toilet

Student locks the toilet

Student returns key, completes condition report, collects ID card

Student returns to class with Planner and ID card

Students caught accessing the toilets without goi nc
who has acquired the key according to due process) will be suspended from school.

Non-class time (recess and lunch):

The Middle & Senior School Toilets and Junior School Toilets will not be open prior to school (8:45am
and 9:00am) or immediately after the end of the school day (3:11pm). Students wishing to use the toilet
prior to or after the school day must go to the General Office and use the First Aid Toilet in Administra-
tion.

The Junior School Toilets will be open during recess and lunch.
The Middle & Senior School Toilets will be open during recess and lunch.

Scott Carey (Facilities / Maintenance Officer) will be responsible for locking and opening toilets.
During non-class time (recess and lunch):

Year 9, 10, 11 and 12 students use the new Middle & Senior School Toilets.

Year 7 and 8 students use the toilets near the Flexible Learning Centre (Junior School Toilets).

Please note: Year 91 12 students using the Junior School Toilets during non-class time (eg. re-
cess or lunchtime) will be suspended from school.

Please note: Year 7 & 8 students using the Middle & Senior School Toilets during non-class time
(recess or lunchtime) will be suspended from school.

Class time (HG, p1, p2, p3, p4, p5, pb6):

All student toilets will be locked during class time. The new toilet maintenance strategy system will oper-
ate. The toilet maintenance strategy will ensure that school toilets are maintained for the good of all stu-
dents.

causeway is purely a passageway to the toilets or to the adjacent areas. The following consequences

will apply to students who are found milling in the toilet causeways:

Strike 1: Students milling in area will be put on yard duty during lunchtime (report to sub-school area at
1:00pm (pick up litter until 1.25pm — return to sub-school area)

Strike 2: Students milling in the causeway will be put on yard duty for a second lunchtime plus an after-
school coordinator"s detention

Strike 3: suspension from school.

In summary, apart from using the toilet causeway as a passageway, the toilet causeway is an out of
bounds area. There will be one exception to this causeway rule, | will be empowering students in leader-
ship positions to survey the area during non-class time to ensure the maintenance of toilets and the ap-
propriate behaviour of students in relation to the refurbished toilets.
