Attendance Policy/Redemption 
The College as part of our Attendance 
Policy is introducing the concept of 
Redemption via a Catch Up Class for 
students as a means of making up 
time if their attendance falls below the 
required mark of 90%.  Sub School 
Leaders will be responsible for scruti-
nising the attendance of all in their sub 
school and issuing a Catch Up Class 
Detention to students.  One Catch Up 
Class will be equated to one percent-
age point for attendance record pur-
poses.  It is the student’s responsibility 
to attend this class.  Failure to do so 
will result in a suspension to be served 
at school. 
 
This strategy is designed to reinforce 
to students the importance of regular 
attendance patterns.  Similarly  Year 
10 students have been informed that in 
order to participate in the full Work 
Experience Program students will

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need to be up to date with their Learn-
ing Outcomes and have their atten-
dance at or above 90% by Monday, 
27th April, 2009 for students to begin 
their Work Experience on Monday, 4th 
May, 2009 .  A special program will be 
organised by the Sub School Leader for 
any students unable to satisfy the above 
requirements.  When they have fulfilled 
these requirements, students may then 
participate fully in the Work Experience 
Program.  A letter was distributed to all 
year 10 students by the Middle School 
Leader, Mrs. Alsop earlier this week 
giving full details of these arrange-
ments. 

Planners 
Together with Mrs Alsop, I co-ordinated 
a blitz of Middle School Planners late 
last week.  There were very few stu-
dents who were not treating their plan-
ners appropriately.  I was impressed 
with the significant improvement from 
when I conducted a similar blitz at this 
time last year.  Thank you to Home 
Group Teachers and the Middle School 
Co-ordination Team for their efforts in 
this area.  Thank you also to parents for 
checking and signing Planners on a 
weekly basis.  A blitz of Senior and Jun-
ior Levels will be held in the next few 
days. 

Uniform 
The College receives a number of fa-
vourable comments regarding our stu-
dents and the manner in which they 
wear their uniform.  Thank you to par-
ents for your support in this area. 
 
When Term 2 begins after the holidays, 
we will be moving into a cooler weather 
pattern.  Please be mindful that the Col-
lege does include a spray jacket as a 
uniform option and that students are not 
permitted to wear hooded tops even if a 
note is provided.  If students wear T-
shirts underneath for extra warmth, they 
are to be plain white. 
 
Parents of students in the Junior School 
should note that students in Years 7 
and 8 are required to have the College 
bag or a plain navy blue school bag.  A 
check of bags will be held sometime 
early in Term 2 and as with any uniform 
infringement, a Co-ordinator Detention 
will be issued if students do not have 
the correct item and do not carry a note 
explaining why they are not complying 
with Uniform Policy. 
 

Interim Reports 
Term 1 Interim Reports will be distrib-                                   

uted to students on Friday, 3rd April.  
Parent Teacher Interviews will be held 
in Weeks 2 and 3 of Term 2.  Letters 
containing full details of the Parent 
Teacher Interviews will be mailed out to 
parents at the end of term. 
 
Please note that students who are 
absent on the final day of Term 1 
without a parent explained absence, 
who have not received their report, 
will not be able to collect their report 
prior to the afternoon of the interview 
program. 
 
Leaving School Without 
Permission –  Students who leave the 
school grounds for any reason without 
having followed correct procedures will 
be suspended. 
 
Cameras – Students are not permitted 
to take any photos with a camera or 
phone around the College without the 
permission of a teacher.  Students 
should not be bringing cameras to 
school to take photos unless it is with 
the authorisation of a teacher. 
 
On The College Grounds Whilst Sus-
pended – If a student needs to see a 
staff member or collect work from lock-
ers whilst suspended, the student must 
come in to the General Office and 
speak with me or the relevant Sub 
School Leader.  Coming onto the 
grounds/buildings without seeking per-
mission will result in a further suspen-
sion. 
 
Catch Up Class Detentions  - Catch 
up Class detentions are held on 
Wednesday 3:15pm-4:00pm.   
 
Changes to the scheduling of Catch 
up Class Detentions can only be 
made after written notification from 
parent/guardian has been received 
by the Assistant Principal by lunch-
time on the day of the Catch Up 
Class Detention.

Catch up Class Detention will be sus-
pended from school.

NOTE: Some University of Melbourne 
courses which required the UMAT no 
longer do so as they are post-graduate 
entry under the ‘Melbourne 
Model’ (dentistry, medicine optometry, 
physiotherapy). The Bachelor of Oral 
Health still uses the UMAT.

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SPORT S   NEWS and INFORMATION 
General Sport Information 
For all inter school sports, students need to attend at least two compulsory training sessions to ensure that they can play the 
game and know the rules for competition.  This is particularly important for safety reasons. 
 
If students do not attend training then aside from an approved absence they will be ineligible to play for the school. Students 
will begin training as per the schedule. This can change due to weather or other variables, however this will be communi-
cated to students through the Daily Bulletin. 
 
Permission Forms 
These will be handed out to give students a week ahead of the activity to return (exception cricket which is held in the first 4 
weeks and there is minimal time to arrange teams). Aside from cricket, students must ensure they return their permission 
form no later than 3 days prior to competition. We are definitely not accepting notices on the day of competition. 
 
Cost 
The cost of all sports is a flat rate of $7. This is to cover equipment, hiring of grounds, umpires, maintenance of equipment, 
fees payable to V.S.S.S.A and bus hire. Even if a sport is run here at the College, it is still $7 as this makes ALL sports avail-
able to ALL students. If we make it a user pays system then some sports are in excess of $50 per day!  
 
Equipment 
Students may bring their own personal equipment if they wish to do so. The school will provide ALL equipment needed. 
 
Uniform Policy 
Sport - Interschool Sport - Representing the College in Sport (separate to PE Classes) 
Students (Year 7-9) must wear correct College PE uniform when participating in inter-school Sport.  Students (Year 7-9) may 
travel to and from school for Sport in PE Uniform with tracksuit.  Year 10, 11 and 12 students who do not have PE Uniform 
must wear plain navy shorts/tracksuit/plain navy blue tracksuit top or College jumper and plain navy blue T-shirt/College 
Spray Jacket.  The College will purchase a set of Sunbury Downs College jerseys for students to wear in inter-school teams 
such as soccer/football. 
 
Sun Smart & Hydration 
This is also pointed out on each permission form. Please ensure your child has sun screen and a hat.  We have limited sup-
plies for those who forget their sunscreen. Also having adequate water is essential, especially for vigorous sports.

We are in Section D for athletics also and are trying to win the sectionals and pro-
gress to Section C in 2010. It is important that any students who are unable to attend or choose not to attend, communicate 
this to the Sport Coordinator prior to the event.  This will enable other students to fill these places and our college to be rep-
resented fully.  
 
TERM TWO SPORTS 
Dates are yet to be finalized for the term two sports, however the following sports will be running during term 2. Football, net-
ball, soccer, basketball, table tennis, squash (direct entry) and badminton. 
 
Students have signed up for these sports and they have already begun training sessions in some physical education classes 
for these sports.  Students who sign up must attend compulsory trainings where scheduled.  Failure to do so will result in 
detention with the sports coordinator or coach.  We commit to these teams and therefore book ovals, umpires etc. according 
to numbers of students who sign up. If students are injured, ill or going to be absent they need to inform their coach as soon 
as possible and not merely decide to ‘not turn up!’

Science Talent Search  

 
As part of the Year 7 science program all Year 7 science students will be participating in the Science Talent Search 
project. 
Science Talent Search has three broad aims: 

1. To stimulate an ongoing interest in the study of science. 
2. To promote the direct involvement of the students in the process of science and its communication. 
3. To give the public at large an opportunity to see the quality of work being achieved in science. 

 
There are different sections in Science Talent Search - creative writing, models, games, invention and experi-
mental research. Teachers have preferences for certain sections and students will be working on the sections 
teachers choose. 
The theme for this year is Astronomy. Students can create games or models based on this theme or any other sci-
ence themes. 
Students will be given class time to do the project but most of the work has to be completed at home.  All year 7 stu-
dents have the opportunity to enter the statewide competition which will be held on Saturday 8 August at Wesley Col-
lege.  Judging day for the competition in the school will be held during Science Week. 
 
Cost of entry for the State competition is $5.00 per student which is subsidised by the College.  The maximum num-
ber of students in a group is two. Students have to get an entry form from their science teacher and return it with the 
payment by 28th of April.
