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MEDIEVAL DAY

Yesterday at Sunbury Downs Secondary College, Year 8s were
treated to a medieval incursion. Having studied Medieval History dur-
ing the semester, students participated in hands on activities with
weapons and armoury, where they dressed in armour and learned
about battle. They also had a session on troubadours . Here they
learned about the medieval equivalent of an IQ test, a juggling com-
petition which demonstrated the extent of the brain's corpus calo-
sum development in relation to cross lateral understanding.

In Years 81 11, any student who misses an exam will be required to sit the exam in week 9 of term 2. The day will be
announced shortly

Full exam timetables will be published on the newsletter and distributed to students in week 6.
At this stage students should be revising and preparing for exams in every
subject.

4. All students in years 81 10 have an examination in each subject.

5. Uniform must be worn to school each day. All normal school rules apply.

6. Check exam timetables carefully. At all other times, students in Years 8 1 10 are to attend normal classes, including
home group every morning. Year 11 students are required to attend only for their examinations.

7. Students are expected to line up prior to the exam in an orderly fashion. No speaking is allowed once students have en-
tered the exam room unless they have their hand up and are attended to by a teacher on duty.

8. Students are not allowed to borrow equipment from other students so, they need to be well prepared. Students must
bring their planner, pens and writing equipment and a calculator for Maths.

9. Students will not be allowed to leave the exam room until the end of the exam. If students finish early, they should check
their work thoroughly then wait quietly for the time to elapse.

10. Students exited from exams for poor behaviour wil!/l re
cell ed. During the coordinatorsé detention, students wil
Students will receive UG (ungraded) for the exam on their report.
