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Influenza H1N1 (Swine Flu) 
On 24 April 2009, the World Health Or-
ganization (WHO) (http://www.who.int/
en/) advised the Australian Government 
of an outbreak of swine flu in Mexico and 
the United States. It has since spread to 
39 countries.  Victoria’s first H1N1 flu 
case was confirmed this week.  There 
have been subsequent cases reported in 
the Media.  As principal of Sunbury 
Downs it is my duty to communicate the 
facts to members of our community. 
 
The Department of Human Services 
(DHS) is liaising with the families of af-
fected children and the school directly 
involved on all appropriate action. The 
Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development (DEECD) is 
working closely with DHS.  The DHS 
notified the principal of the child’s 
school, and appropriate actions were 
undertaken. DHS is also providing par-
ents of all children at the relevant school 
with appropriate information.

Please note that standard good general 
health hygiene practices should be in 
place as per usual care, such as regular 
hand washing and covering nose and 
mouth if sneezing and coughing.  If staff 
or children are unwell, they should seek 
medical attention and avoid public 
places and close contact with others.  
The DHS, in consultation with DEECD, 
will continue to monitor the situation and 
will provide further advice as additional 
information becomes available.

Reminders 
Leaving School Without Permission –  
Students who leave the school grounds 
for any reason without having followed 
correct procedures will be suspended. 
 
Attendance Policy/Redemption – 
The College as part of our Attendance 
Policy is introducing the concept of Re-
demption via a Catch Up Class for stu-
dents as a means of making up time if 
their attendance falls below the re-
quired mark of 90%.  Sub School Lead-
ers will be responsible for scrutinising 
the attendance of all in their sub school 
and issuing a Catch Up Class Deten-
tion to students.  One Catch Up Class 
will be equated to one percentage point 
for attendance record purposes.  It is 
the student’s responsibility to attend 
this class.  Failure to do so will result in 
a suspension to be served at school. 
 
This strategy is designed to reinforce to 
students the importance of regular at-
tendance patterns.   
 

Mobile Phones and iPods – If stu-
dents choose to bring mobile phones, 
iPods or other electrical devices to 
school they should put these devices 
into their bags/pockets before entering 
the school grounds, and either hand it 
into the General Office for safe keeping 
or store with their personal belongings.  
The Department (DEECD) is not re-
sponsible for students belongings.  
Students are not permitted to take any 
photos with a phone or camera around 
the College without the permission of a 
teacher. Students found using mobile 
phones/iPods/electronic devices on the 
school grounds will have them confis-
cated.

Headbands – Plain navy blue for 
Years 7 - 10 and black for VCE stu-
dents. 
 
Earrings – Up to two traditional studs 
or sleepers per ear, plain silver or gold 
(no colours) .  Maximum diameter of 
sleeper is 10mm.  Maximum diameter 
of stud is 3mm. 
 
Scarves – Scarves must be plain navy 
blue or College scarf for Years 7-10, 
and plain black or College scarf for 
VCE students. 
 
Shirts – Plain white T-shirts to be worn 
under school shirts, no logos, stripes or 
markings.

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 EXAMINATIONS - SEMESTER 1, 2009 

1.   All year 8 & 9 examinations will commence in week 7 of Term 2 on 5 June and continue into week 8. 
2.   All year 10 & 11 examinations  will commence in week 7 of Term 2 on 1 June and conclude on Thursday 4 June. 
3.   Year 12 examinations for those subjects with a Unit 3 exam, will occur on 9 and 10 June and the GAT will occur on 

Thursday 11 June for all students undertaking a Unit 3-4 sequence. 
 

In Years 8 – 11, any student who misses an exam will be required to sit the exam in week 9 of term 2.  The day will be 
announced shortly. 
 
Full exam timetables will be published on the newsletter and distributed to students in week 6. 
At this stage students should be revising and preparing for exams in every subject.  
 

4.   All students in years 8 – 10  have an examination in each subject. 
 
5.   Uniform must be worn to school each day.  All normal school rules apply.  
 
6.   Check exam timetables carefully.  At all other times, students in Years 8 – 10 are to attend normal classes, including 

home group every morning. Year 11 students are required to attend only for their examinations. 
 
7.   Students are expected to line up prior to the exam in an orderly fashion.  No speaking is allowed once students have 

entered the exam room unless they have their hand up and are attended to by a teacher on duty.  
 
8.   Students are not allowed to borrow equipment from other students so, they need to be well prepared.  Students must 

bring their planner, pens and writing equipment and a calculator for Maths. 
 
9.   Students will not be allowed to leave the exam room until the end of the exam.  If students finish early, they should 

check their work thoroughly then wait quietly for the time to elapse. 
 
10. Students exited from exams for poor behaviour will receive a coordinators’ detention and the exam paper will be can-

celled.  During the coordinators’ detention, students will be expected to complete the exam. 
 Students will receive UG (ungraded) for the exam on their report.
