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What is Powerful Learning? 

A good school curriculum must chal-
lenge students to take them out of 
their comfort zones.  When teachers 
at Sunbury Downs College plan for 
curriculum delivery they know where 
each student is currently at with their 
learning.  A good lesson enables 
each student to practise their learn-
ing. This often means starting the les-
son with what each student knows.  
During stages of each class or period, 
students are challenged and ex-
tended to move from the known to the 
unknown.  Students must be provided 
with this important opportunity to ex-
perience ‘tension’ or cognitive disso-
nance.  All new learning involves diffi-
culty.  Conquering the difficulty re-
quires the ability to work through a 
problem.  The learning experience 
builds self esteem in two ways.  The 
student develops the ‘confidence to 
achieve’ through the acquisition of 
new skills and knowledge.  Through 
pushing and challenging our students 
we also develop resilience, the 
strategies and emotional intelligence 
to overcome difficulty.   Sunbury 
Downs College teachers are friendly 
but ‘pushy’, having high expectations 
for each student. 
 

Year 9 Urban Survival Camp 
I visited the year 9 camp on Wednes-
day morning and sat down to have 
breakfast with students and staff.  
Students commented favourably on 
their experiences.  An overriding tone 
of mutual respect prevailed.  Students

DEECD  UPDATE:  Influenza H1N1 (Human Swine Flu)   
As you would be aware, Victoria is now in a modified ‘sustain’ phase of its 
plan to manage the impact of H1N1 Influenza (Human Swine Flu) in our 
community. 

This means that only children confirmed by a doctor as having the virus 
will be quarantined. Those sharing a house with a confirmed case will not 
be required to enter quarantine, unless they too are confirmed as having 
the virus. 

Classes who may have been in contact with a confirmed case will no 
longer be quarantined, and schools will no longer be partially or fully 
closed.  

Students who are feeling unwell should remain at home and not attend 
school. Students and families with flu-like symptoms are advised to seek 
medical attention and limit their contact with others. 

If your child becomes ill at school, we will contact you immediately and 
ask you to arrange to collect your child. Please make sure that we have 
your up-to-date contact details. 

It should be remembered, however, that the virus has so far been mild 
and can be compared to our normal winter flu.  

Good general hygiene remains the best defence against the flu and fami-
lies should continue to ensure children regularly washing their hands and 
cover their nose and mouth if sneezing and coughing. This practice is 
being reinforced with your children while at school.  

If you have any specific concerns: 

1. Visit www.health.vic.gov.au 

2. Call the Swine Influenza Hotline on 180 2007  

3. Call Nurse-on-Call on 1300 606 024 – for expert health information 
(freecall 24 hours, 7 days) 

4. Visit your doctor (GP) – if you have an influenza-like illness (fever, 
cough and fatigue).  

The Department of Human Services is also continuing to ask parents of 
children returning from USA, Canada, Japan, Mexico and Panama to vol-
untarily keep their children home for seven (7) days from arrival back in 
Australia. This is a further precautionary measure to assist in managing 
the further spread of the virus.

Uniform 
1.  Headbands – Plain navy blue for 
Years 7 - 10 and black for VCE stu-
dents.

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1.   All year 8 & 9 examinations commenced in week 7 of Term 2 on 5 June and will continue into week 8. 
2.   Year 12 examinations for those subjects with a Unit 3 exam, will occur on 9 and 10 June and the GAT will occur 

on Thursday 11 June for all students undertaking a Unit 3-4 sequence. 
 

In Years 8 – 11, any student who misses an exam will be required to sit the exam in week 9 of Term 2.  The day 
will be announced shortly. 
 
At this stage students should be revising and preparing for exams in 
every subject.  
 

3.   All students in years 8 – 10  have an examination in each subject. 
 
4.   Uniform must be worn to school each day.  All normal school rules  
      apply.  
 
5.   Check exam timetables carefully.  At all other times, students in Years 8 

– 10 are to attend normal classes, including Homegroup every morning.  
 
6.   Students are expected to line up prior to the exam in an orderly fashion.  

No speaking is allowed once students have entered the exam room 
unless they have their hand up and are attended to by a teacher on duty.  

 
7.   Students are not allowed to borrow equipment from other students so, they need to be well prepared.  Students 

must bring their planner, pens and writing equipment and a calculator for Maths. 
 
8.   Students will not be allowed to leave the exam room until the end of the exam.  If students finish early, they 

should check their work thoroughly then wait quietly for the time to elapse. 
 
9.  Students exited from exams for poor behaviour will receive a Coordinator’s Detention and the exam paper will 

be cancelled.  During the coordinators’ detention, students will be expected to complete the exam.
