College Colours

College Colours are being intro-
duced to students in week 4, of this
term and will be presented to de-
serving students in Term 4 this
year. College Colours are being
introduced to acknowledge the ar-
eas that students excel in as part of
daily life at Sunbury Downs. Col-
lege Colours will be presented in
the following fields of endeavour:
Academic, Service, House, Sport,
Arts and Music. A brochure on the
subject of College Colours is being
produced and will be distributed in
the near future. College Colours
are being introduced as part of pil-
lar 1: Enhancing the Student Cul-
ture and Pillar 2: Building Pride and
Achievement. The College Colours
Award Program is an exciting initia-
tive for students at the College.

As you may be aware a new Industrial
Agreement was introduced for this year.
Part of the Agreement meant that govern-
ment schools in Victoria had a maximum
of four pupil free days for the year. Three
occurred at the beginning of the year and
there was a further report writing day on
Friday 12 June. The next round of Stu-
dent Led Conferences (parent teacher
interviews) will be in weeks 2 and 3 of
Term 4. The exact details of the program
will be provided by the Assistant Principal
in forthcoming Newsletters. The program
will more or less mirror the program that
occurred in Term 2 this year. A normal
timetabled day of instruction will occur
between 9:00am and 3:11pm. Interviews
will occur for 3 hours between 4:00pm and
7:00pm in accordance with the Agree-
ment. Staff will not be required to attend
other meetings afterschool in the two con-
secutive weeks of Student Led Confer-
ences. The feedback on the subject of
Student Led Conferences at Family &
Friends, Education Committee and Col-
lege Council meetings has been positive.
On the whole, parents preferred having
appointments because this meant less
waiting in queues. Teachers preferred
appointments because they were better
able to prepare for quality service provi-
sion.

Please note: the Pupil Free Day that was
introduced in 2006 on Melbourne Cup Eve
will not be a Pupil Free Day in 2009.
Therefore, Monday 2 November, 2009 will
be a normal day of timetabled instruction
(NOT a Pupil Free Day).
