College Uniform  
Transition 

 

This is the final semester that students are permitted to 
wear uniform articles from the old uniform.  Students who 
wear uniform articles from the old uniform in 2010 will face 
consequences in accordance with policy.  A number of stu-
dents currently in Years 9-12 are wearing the new uniform 
as parents have had to replace items that have worn out or 
become too small.  The three items that perhaps should be 
highlighted are: 
 
1.   White Polo Shirts ï only accepted till end of 2009. 
 
2. Jumper with Logos ï  
 
All jumpers will need to carry the College logo from 2010. 
 
3.   College Bag or Plain Navy Blue Bag ï  
 
The one exception is the  College bag.  There is a six year 
phase in for this.  In 2010 Year 7, 8 and 9 will be required to 
have the College bag or plain navy blue bag. 
 

Parents who are experiencing financial hardship are en-
couraged to contact the Principal or me in readiness for 
next yearôs whole school implementation of the current uni-
form policy. 
 
 

Uniform Reminders 
 

College Spray Jacket ï  
 
The College Spray Jacket is to be worn in accordance with 
the uniform requirements in the Student Planner: 
 
óSpray jacket-navy blue & red with white and black stripes, 
shower proof; two third length, drawstring on waist: elastic 
on sleeves.  May be worn with regular uniform or with PE 
uniform (not with PE Uniform to and from school from start 
of 2008, not with PE Uniform during school when not in PE 
Classes from start of 2008).ô

I would appreciate your support, as always, by reinforcing 
the need to wear the jacket in accordance with uniform re-
quirement.  Students who do not comply with uniform re-
quirements will receive sanctions in accordance with Col-
lege Uniform Policy.

Attendance/Catch Up Classes 

 
Attendance Policy / Redemption 

In 2009 a Redemption clause has been introduced as part 
of the Collegeôs Student Attendance Policy.  
 
Students whose attendance falls below 90% will be re-
quired to attend an After School Catch Up Class Deten-
tion / Redemption Program.  One after school class will be 
equated to one percentage point of attendance.  Students 
who fail to attend an assigned After School Catch Up Class 
Detention / Redemption Program will receive an óIn-Schoolô  
Suspension.  Students who obtain three or more of the 
following sanctions: After School Catch Up Class Deten-
tion, Coordinatorôs Detention, Principalôs Detention in a 
week will receive an óIn-Schoolô Suspension. 
 
Students who are unable to bring their attendance back up 
above 90% will be required to attend school during the End 
of Year Activities Program. 
 
Similarly, Year 10 students whose attendance is below 
90% or have not kept up with Learning Outcomes will be 
required to attend school to make up missed time or work 
during Work Experience. Once requirements have been 
met students will be permitted to attend Work Experience.  
 
Absences must be covered by a medical certificate or 
they will need to be redeemed.  It is the parentsô re-
sponsibility to provide the College with the medical 
certificate for extended periods of illness. 
 
Students who go on extended ôStudy Leaveô (holidays) 
with parents during the school term must  seek per-
mission from the College Administration prior to stu-
dents undertaking such holidays.  (Permission sought 
in writing.) After the extended study leave has been 
negotiated / approved, the family must ensure that all 
homework is completed in advance or on return or the 
absences will need to be redeemed.   

 
Catch Up Class Detentions  
Catch Up Class Detentions are held on Wednesday 3:15pm 
- 4:00pm.  Changes to the scheduling of Catch Up Class 
Detentions can only be made after written notification from 
parent/guardian has been received by the Assistant Princi-
pal by lunchtime on the day of the Catch Up Class Deten-
tion. 
 
NOTE:  Students who do not attend Catch Up Class Detention 
will be suspended from school.

HOW DO I GET  

THE MOST OUT OF  

OPEN DAYS?  
 
 

Try the following:  
 

Ê Collect an Open Day timetable 
beforehand ï from careers room or 
university/TAFE websites (eg 
www.monash.edu.au/openday). 
Often lectures/information sessions 
are held on Open Days ï be there 
at the correct time.  

Ê Allow sufficient time for your visit; 
two hours or so would be wise. 

Ê Speak to staff about courses that 
interest you.  Write your questions 
beforehand. 

Ê Speak to students studying 
courses that interest you to get their 
perspective. 

Ê Collect information/brochures. 
Ê Does the course that interests you 

offer industry placements or work 
experience? 

Ê Are there international study op-
portunities with your course? 

Ê Consider transport issues; is the 
campus you are considering acces-
sible from where you live?  How 
long will it take to travel there?  Will 
you need accommodation? 

Ê Check out the environment where 
you will be studying; would you be 
happy studying there for three or 
four years? 

Ê Consider the facilities offered for 
your course compared with other 
institutions. 

Ê Consider visiting a country cam-
pus on Open Day, especially if you 
are concerned that you might not 
obtain a high enough ENTER for a 
metropolitan campus.  ENTERôs 
required for country universities/
campuses are generally lower.  
They also often offer more personal 
assistance, accommodation on site, 
and a different lifestyle which will 
suit some students. 

Ê Be aware that if you plan to apply 
for a course involving an interview/
folio presentation as part of the 
application process (eg design 
courses) you may well be asked 
what you found of interest about the 
course at Open Day.

APPLYING FOR COURSES FOR 2010 ï  
VTAC Guide 2010 

The VTAC Guide 2010 has details of courses and how to apply and is now 
available.  Applications open on-line on Monday 3 August and close 
Wednesday 30 September. The processing fee is $23 if you pay by credit 
card or $31 if you have an invoice sent. You can apply after 30 September 
but it will cost $82. You can apply for up to 12 courses, placed in order of 
most preferred to least preferred. Be sure to read the Selection Mode and 
Extra Requirements for any course for which you apply. You can change 
your preferences after you receive your results on 14 December until 21 
December.  

 

SPECIAL ENTRY ACCESS SCHEME  
Check out the Special Entry Access Scheme (SEAS) administered by 
VTAC to see if any of the 10 categories apply to you (mature age, non-
English speaking background, indigenous Australian, family circumstances, 
socio-economic background, rural/isolated, under-represented schools, 
women/men in under-represented disciplines, disability or medical condi-
tion, refugee).

Dear Parents,  
 

In response to the plight of Congolese refugee children in urgent need of primary educa-
tion in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC), the Middle School Student Represen-
tative Council (SRC) have decided to support the student-led philanthropy organisation 
SchoolAid through The Kids' Desk Drive.   
SchoolAid is a non-profit organisation whose mission is kids helping kids.  They provide an 
avenue for kids to unite together to respond to crises affecting their peers. 
The Kids' Desk Drive is a joint initiative, in association with Australia for UNHCR (The UN's 
Refugee Agency), to enable Australian students to reach out and make a difference in the 
lives of 26,545 refugee children in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC). 
Our students will join other students from around the country in an attempt to raise 
enough money to purchase 5,000 desks urgently needed to accommodate the children 
and enable them to learn.  We will be holding a No Desk Day on Monday 24 August. Dur-
ing the first session of the day we are asking all students to forego using a desk to help 
everyone appreciate how difficult it is for Congolese refugee children to attend school. 
Members of the Middle School SRC will also be visiting every homegroup on Monday 
morning to collect gold coin donations.  We encourage you to visit the website 
www.schoolaid.org.au for more information about this initiative, the history of SchoolAid 
and how they encourage student-led action and giving to help kids in need in Australia and throughout the world.
